Phillip expects to leave about $2000 to his nephew, Mark, who is now 10.  He wants the money to be used for his education, but doesn’t want the trust to end until Mark is 30.

Frances has had very rocky relationships with her sisters, husband and children.  She wants to include detailed messages to her loved ones explaining why she did certain things in her life, and taking them to task for not giving her the emotional support she needed, especially after she was diagnosed with HIV.
